1. Our world is fraught with problems including nuclear
proliferation, financial havoc, and natural disasters, and
trapped by conflicting frameworks. What human society
needs to further its evolution is a "Culture of Harmony."
This 1s a culture which can give us hope and courage as we
move through cycles of confrontation, integration, and

progress, based on the power of empathy.

2. In and around Japan where I live, there are two areas
that could serve as the gates to a realm of a Culture of
Harmony. One 1s the area including Japan's Okinawa
Prefecture, Senkaku Islands, and Taiwan (Area 1), and the

otheristhe Japan Sea / the East Sea area around Takeshima /
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Dokdo Islands (also known as the Liancourt Rocks in third

countries) (Area 2).

3. Area 1: Okinawa
1) People in Okinawa have been enduring great hardships
for 400 years. Toward the end of World War II, in the
Battle of Okinawa, about 200,000 people including over
90,000 civilians were killed.

2) After World War II, Okinawa was placed under U.S.
rule until its reversion to Japan in 1972. Today, 75%
of U.S. military installations in Japan are still located
in Okinawa, and function as bomber-operation bases
to respond to emergencies in the Korean Peninsula,
Viet Nam, Iraq, and Afghanistan.

In 1962, the U.S. Intermediate-Range Nuclear Missile

&

Mace-B Base was set up in Okinawa, and six Mace-B
missiles were deployed directed against China's major
cities such as Beijing, Shanghai, and Chongqing. These
missiles were removed 1n December 1969, and now Soka
Gakkai's Okinawa Training Hall is located at the site
of the former base.

4) The Human, Nature & Science Institute Foundation
proposes the founding of the "International Permanent

Peace Center (Tentative)" owned by the "People's United
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Nations®* (Tentative)" with a contribution from Soka

Gakkai.

o) "International Permanent Peace Center (Tentative)"
comprises the following four facilities.

(a) "Memorial Tower" to store an electronic database
of all victims of recent wars since the American
Revolutionary War

(b)"World Peaceand War Museum" todisplay photographs
and films of peace-and-war-related museums around
the world

(c) A museum to exhibit materials related to those who
contributed to world peace such as Bertha von Suttner

(d) "South Pacific Peace Museum" to promote comprehensive
understandingofthehistoryof Japan'sadministration
of the South Pacific islands after the Meiji Era (1868-
1912)

(e) "Temple of Harmony" to hold events such as peace
conferences, ceremonies honoring people who have
contributed to world peace, and the "Culture of
Harmony Creation Olympics"

6) Hopefully, Okinawa will become a symbol of the evolution

of human society and everlasting security.
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4. Area 2: Takeshima / Dokdo Islands

1) Japan and South and North Korea are locked in disputes
over the Takeshima / Dokdo issue, the Japanese
Imperial Army's "Comfort Women" issue, the Japan
Sea / the East Sea nominal designation issue, the Forced
Labor issue, and issues of compensation after the Sino-
Japanese War.

2) We must squarely face the realities and understand the
true nature of all problems from the viewpoints of
human characteristics, human history, the world itself,
and basic human rights.

3) The Human, Nature & Science Institute Foundation
proposes to undertake the denuclearization of the
Korean Peninsula and Japan, which are surrounded
by three nuclear-weapon states: the U.S., Russia, and
China. It also will endeavor to implement a gradual
nuclear reduction process of all nuclear powers, including
these three nations.

4) People in Japan are now facing hazards of radioactive
contaminationfromtheseriousaccidentofthe Fukushima
nuclear power plant. Boosting our immunity is vital
for minimizing the risk tohuman health from radioactive
contamination. Fortunately, North and South Korea

and Japan have traditional cultures using fermented
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food, which i1s effective for boosting immunity. Thus,
the Human, Nature & Science Institute Foundation
proposes that the regions of the Korean Peninsula and
the Japanese archipelago become the leading fermented
food culture area to contribute to improvement of
human immunity by utilizing advanced science and
information and communications technology (ICT).

5) The Human, Nature & Science Institute Foundation
proposes "The Japan Sea / The East Sea Marine Farm"
project, which 1s also advocated by the architect Tadao
Ando, in preparation for the world food crisis. The
marine area will be the world's largest production base
of fish and shellfish, which contribute to raising
immunity, under the control of the "People's United
Nations (Tentative)."

6) Takeshima / Dokdo Islands, located in the center of the
Marine Farm, will be the birthplace of the "Culture of
Harmony." As its symbol, a sculptured group of women
and childreninnational costume of the countriesinvolved
in the Korean War including Japan will be build on the
island.

7) Japanese people and the Korean residents in Japan will
unite to take the lead in the creation of a "Culture of

Harmony," gaining the approval and cooperation of
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North and South Korea, China, Russia, the U.S., and
eventually countries all over the world.

8) By positively playing such an important role in the
history of mankind, peoples of the three countries and
the Korean residents in Japan will nurture pride in
their countries, and also pride as the members of the
human race.

9) The Human, Nature & Science Institute Foundation
hopes that Japan and North and South Korea can
establish true independence before unification of the
Korean peninsula and these projects become reality.
With this hope in mind, our members visited the Yi
Jun Peace Museum, which 1s dedicated to the Korean
emissary YidJun Yeolsa, who was involved in the Hague
Secret Emissary Affair, on 3 May 2012. They displayed
a replica of An Jung-geun Uisa's calligraphy, which

means "independence,”" and offered flowers.

5. I am convinced that our conceptions will swiftly become
reality boosted by the chance, geographical advantage, and
harmony between people, as well as the development of inf
ormation and communications technology (ICT). We would

appreciate your comments on this matter.
